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2026 Tree Order Form and Fencing Rebate Application 
The annual tree planting program is our flagship project. We aim for an average of around 35,000 trees a year thanks to participation of members such as yourself. Orders are open from November 2025 until April 2026. 
This tree order form along with the optional fencing rebate application must be submitted by 30th April 2026.

Planting guidelines (check out more guidelines at the end of this form)
Plantations are to be a minimum of 4 rows wide, with minimum spacing of 3m between each tree. A 4-row plantation will be approximately 10m wide and require approximately 130-160 trees per 100m of length. All tree planters will receive a biodiverse mix of native trees and shrubs. Trees, guards, and stakes are free of charge, but all site preparation, planting, maintenance, and fencing is the responsibility of the planter. 

A ripper/mounder is available for hire through the Landcare group at a cost of $60.

2026 Fencing Rebate – Tree Planting Support

To support landholders participating in our 2026 Tree Planting Program, funding is available to help cover a portion of fencing costs for eligible revegetation projects.

Eligibility Criteria
1. Must be a member of a group within the Corangamite Lakes Landcare Area.
2. Planting must follow the LLPG shelter belt planting guidelines. 
3. Fencing must directly protect the new planting area and be stock proof.
4. Applicants must submit before and after photos clearly showing the planting and fenced area.

Funding Support
5. A contribution of an amount per tree $0.75/tree will be provided towards fencing costs.
6. The final funding amount will be determined once applications close and distributed evenly among participants.

Application Process
7. Complete the Tree Order Form and Fencing Rebate section, indicating your interest and providing your bank details for reimbursement. 
8. Submit your tree order form with bank details by 30th April 2026.
9. Email your before and after photos to lismorelpg@gmail.com by 30th October 2026.
10. Successful applicants will be contacted after October 2026 with reimbursement details.
11. Reimbursement is at the discretion of the committee.

Getting prepared

Preparing the ground (ripping and
mounding), removing weeds, pest
control and fencing is
recommended to be done at least
6 months prior to planting, if not 1
year prior. Aim to achieve multiple
applications of weed removal with
a non selective herbicide.

For those starting out - start with a
small number of trees to learn

what works on your property. Start
with a simple area that is free
draining and easily accessible.
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Maintenance
Don't let all your hard work be
overtaken by weeds. It is good
practice to regularly control weeds
through spraying, mowing or
grazing, especially in the first two
years of establishment.

It is recommended to not let stock
graze the plantations until the
trees are a few years old or out of
reach to the livestock.
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Caring for seedlings

Once you receive your trees it is
best to plant them as soon as
possible. If planting is delayed
ensure to keep them well watered
and in the shade.

Planting times are best suited in
spring to avoid the winter frosts
and wet conditions.

Our tree deliveries are August and
September each year.

Monitoring

Keep record of what species do
well or poor performing areas or
species. This is handy information
if you are wanting to continue
putting in trees each year.

Keep watch for rabbits, hares,
kangaroos, wallabies and grubs.
